It sets up and organises TV channels according to your country or region. To make settings
for the selected Search mode, press MENU on the remote control, select Channel > Scan
and press OK to enter. To start the signal scan, select Auto Scan or Manual Digital Scan
and press OK to confirm "Start Scan".

4. Satellite is used to scan Satellite antenna signals connected to the TV unit according to
the selected platform.

To make the settings for the selected Search mode, press MENU on the remote control,
select Channel > Scan and press OK to enter. To start the signal scan, select Start Auto
Scan and press OK.

To make the settings for the selected Satellite,
select LNB1 Setup in the Scan menu and press OK.
In this menu, you can select a satellite to scan and
configure the settings such as Satellite Status, LNB
Frequency, DISEQC Set, etc. for the selected
satellite. You can select a satellite by pressing A/V
button and configure the settings of the selected
satellite by pressing <«/» buttons.

After the configuration is completed, press the down ¥ button on the selected platform to
enter the scan screen. Select Start Auto Tuning Current LNB and press OK to start the
signal scan. The channel search may take several minutes. After the automatic search is
completed, the channels are stored in a preset order.

Note: Do not remove the CAM from the slot. Removing the module disables digital
services.

Enabling Subtitle Languages on Digital TV Channels

1.Press MENU on the remote control, select Channel > Subtitle > On/Off.

Default Subtitle Language Selection

1.Press MENU on the remote control, select Common > Advanced Settings > Subtitle
Language.

2 First Subtitle Language: The selected subtitle language will be shown in priority.
3.Second Subtitle Language: The selected subtitle language will be shown in priority when
the first language is not available.

4 .Press EXIT to close the menu.

Teletext Usage

Digital Teletext Language

On digital TV channels, depending on the broadcaster, you may be able to enjoy a service
with multiple start Teletext pages in different languages. This function allows you to select
an available language as the primary language in relation to the different start Teletext
pages.

1.Press MENU on the remote control, select Common > Teletext > Digital Teletext
Language and press OK to enter.

2.Press « / » to select a language.

3.Press EXIT to close the menu

Using Teletext

1.In DTV mode, press Il TXT on the remote control.

2.Press A/V to scroll through the Teletext pages or press the number buttons to display
the desired page directly.

3.Press EXIT to close the menu.



Using the EPG (Electronic Programme Guide)

The EPG is an on-screen guide that displays programmed digital TV programmes. You can
navigate, select and view programmes.

1. Select MENU > Channel > EPG Programme Guide on the remote control and press OK
to enter, or press GUIDE (if equipped) directly on the remote control. The Programme
Guide menu will appear, allowing you to get information about the current or next
programme playing on each channel. Use the A/V/<«/» buttons on the remote control to
scroll through the different programmes.

2. Select a programme to view the EPG. Use the corresponding buttons shown at the
bottom of the screen to set the reminder and recording features.

- Reminder Setting: Press A/V to select a programme for a channel, then press OK to set
a reminder. Adjust the Repeat Mode, Start time, End time settings and press OK button

to save the settings.

- Record Setting: Press A/V button to select a programme for a channel, then long press
OK button to set recording. Edit the Repeat Mode, Start time, End time settings and press
OK button to save the settings.

3.Press EXIT repeatedly to exit the EPG.

Time Shift

(* not available on some models)

It allows you to pause, fast forward and rewind live TV so you don't miss any episodes of
your favourite programmes. Connect a USB drive to the TV before using the function. If
you are connecting a USB drive for the first time, you need to complete the disc installation.

1. If you are using Time Shift for the first time, follow the on-screen instructions to install
the disc.

2. After the disc setup is complete, time shift will start and the time shift menu will be
displayed on the screen.

3. When the Time Shift menu disappears and only the Time Shift time remains on the
screen, you can call up the Time Shift menu by pressing OK and take action according to
the prompt on the screen.

4. Press [l on the remote control to stop Time Shift and exit.

Notes:

-Before inserting the USB drive into the TV, be sure to back up the data on the drive to
prevent unforeseen failure and data loss.

-We recommend using a USB drive with at least 1 GB of free space and a disc speed
faster than 5.0 MB/sec.

-The larger the free space allocated for the time shift on the USB drive, the larger the
recording length.

Quick Entry to Time Shift
Insert a USB disc, press the P || button on the remote control, it automatically accesses
time shift.

PVR (Personal Video Recorder)

(* not available on some models)

It allows you to record your favourite TV programmes. Connect a USB drive to the TV
before using the function.



Note: This feature is only available on certain products and may not be available on the
product or at the installation site due to certain TV network limitations and technical
requirements of the country. The feature may also be blocked by the TV network due to
copyright protection (HD content, recording protection). Please use the remote control to
check whether the feature is available on your product.

1. Press the RED (REC) button on the remote control. It starts recording automatically.
2. Press [ on the remote control to stop recording and exit.

3. During recording, the PVR mini panel will also appear on the screen to show the
recording progress.

4. To watch the recorded programme, exit PVR mode first. Select MENU > COMMON >
PVR Setting > Recording list, then select the corresponding recording file. Press OK to
play. (It is the same if you record a digital radio programme.)

Notes:

- This feature is only available for digital unencrypted channels.

- Before connecting the USB drive to the TV, be sure to back up the data on the drive to
prevent the loss of important data due to unforeseen failure.

- The larger the free memory on the USB drive for the PVR function, the greater the
recording length.

- If you want to change the channel or signal source during recording, save the recording
data before changing the channel or source.

- The TV cannot play files normally if the parameters of the file exceed the limitations of
the system, the file format is not supported, the file is damaged, or the file cannot be
decoded.

- Do not disconnect the USB drive while the system is reading a file or transmitting data,
otherwise the system or drive may be damaged.

PICTURE
To edit picture settings, select MENU> Picture and press OK to enter.

You can adjust settings such as colour tone, brightness and picture quality on your TV
from the picture menu feature.

Picture Mode

Use the A / V¥ button to select the Picture Mode line.
Select one of the preset Modes such as Standard,
Dynamic, Soft, User, or select User to set manually.

Aspect Ratio
Use «/ » to select the Aspect Ratio line. Select one of Auto, Close, Super Close, 4:3,
16:9, etc.

Noise Reduction

Automatic: Automatically reduces picture noise.

High/Medium/Low: Changes the effect of noise reduction.

(This function is only available for analogue RF input, SCART connection and composite
video input).

For low quality analogue input signal, it is recommended to select [Auto].

[Off]: Switches the function off.



Colour Temperature
Select the Colour Temperature line with the <« / » Button. Select one of the preset modes
such as User, Fine, Normal, Warm, or select User to adjust manually.

Backlight
This setting adjusts the brightness of the backlight. Reducing the brightness of the display
reduces power consumption.

DLC (Digital Light Control)
Select the DLC line with the <« / » Button. It optimises contrast by adjusting the
brightness of individual parts of the screen.

Audio
To edit the audio settings, select MENU> Audio and press OK to enter.

Audio Mode
Select the Audio Mode line with the <« / » button. Select one of the preset Modes such as
Standard, Music, Movie, News, or select User to set it manually.

Audio Output
Select the Audio Output line with the <€ / » Button. Select the appropriate audio output
mode, such as Built-in TV Speaker, SPDF, HDMI ARC, etc.

Balance
Use « / P to select the Sound Balance line. This setting
is used to specify the left or right speaker balance.

AVC

Use the « / » button to select the AVC line.
Television channels are broadcast at different sound
levels. The Automatic Volume Limiting (AVC)
function ensures that the sound is maintained at the same level when you change channels.

Hearing Impaired
Select the Hearing Impaired line with the <€/ » button. Additional features for the hearing
impaired are activated with this option.

Audio Description

Use « / P to select the Audio Description line. Audio Description (AD) is a service that
provides a verbal description of the scene with an additional audio file in many television
programmes to make the programmes easier to understand.

Audio Language

Use «/ » to select the Audio Language line. A digital broadcast can offer several audio
languages (spoken languages) for a programme. You can set your preferred first and
second audio languages. If there is sound in one of these languages, the TV will switch to
that audio language.



SPDF Delay

Select the SPDF Delay line with the <« / » button. If a synchronisation problem is
encountered between the digital audio system and the picture, it can be compensated by
changing the SPDIF delay value.

Surround

Use the <« / » button to select the Surround line. With Surround Sound you can enrich the
sound quality of the TV speakers. When this option is set to On, it will give the speaker
sound a wider and deeper effect.

Sound Only

Select the Audio Only line with the </ » button. This setting saves power by switching off
the screen when watching programmes such as Radio. When set to On, the screen will be
switched off within 5 seconds but the sound will continue to play. Pressing any key will exit
the audio only mode and the screen will switch back on.

Timer Setting
To edit the Timer Setting settings, select MENU > Common > Timer Setting and press
OK to enter.

OSD Timer
Use « / P to select the OSD Timer line. This setting determines the display time of the
menu or information windows that appear on the screen.

Sleep Timer
Use « / P to select the Sleep Timer line. With this setting, you can enter a switch-off time
for the TV. After this time expires, the TV switches to Sleep mode.

Auto Timer

Use « / P to select the Auto Timer line. This function puts the TV into standby mode in

3, 4 or 5 hours, depending on your set-up, as long as no picture signal is sent to the TV for
5 minutes or, in accordance with European regulations, no button on the TV keypad or
remote control is pressed.

Blue Screen
Use « / P to select the Blue Screen line. This feature displays a blue screen when there
is no signal at the antenna input of your TV.

HDMI CEC

Use the <« / » button to select the HDMI CEC line. The best picture and sound quality is
achieved with an HDMI connection. Both picture and sound signals are transmitted
together on the HDMI cable. Use an HDMI cable for High Definition (HD) TV signals. For
best signal quality transmission, use a High Speed HDMI cable and do not use an HDMI
cable longer than 5 metres. Connect HDMI CEC compatible devices to your TV and you
can operate them with the TV remote control. The HDMI CEC feature must be switched
on on the TV and the connected device.



Lock (Parental Lock)

It allows you to set TV control restrictions and password.

1.Press MENU in DTV mode, select Lock and press OK to enter.

2.The default password is 0000. You can change it to a new one.

3.Change Password: The default password is 0000. You can change it to a new one.

System Lock

When this option is set to "On", the access blocking feature is enabled.

1.Key Lock: Set this option to on to prevent unauthorised use of the multi-function button
on the TV. When on, only the TV Switch Off feature will work, and other functions will be
blocked.

2.Parental Guidance: With this menu, broadcasts will be restricted according to the level
of programme viewing age limits.

Reset Menu
Use «/ » to select the Reset Menu line. This feature restores all the settings you made
when you set up your TV. Saved programmes and applications are not affected.

Time Setting

It allows you to edit the TV Date and Time settings.

Press A / ¥V /<«/» to move the cursor and scroll to  Settings in the left corner of the
screen and press OK to enter the Time settings. When Auto Add is selected to On, the
Time and date setting is automatically adjusted according to the information on GMT
position.

Screen Saver Time
It allows to prevent damage that may occur when the fixed image on the TV screen
remains on the screen for a long time. The timer can be set to 1-5 minutes or Off.

COMMON

Changing the menu language

Press A / ¥V /<«/» to move the cursor and scroll to Settings in the left corner of the
screen and press OK to enter the Common settings.

Press OK on the Language option to change the language. Select a language with the
A / V buttons and press OK to confirm.

Press EXIT to close the menu.

Entry Method
1. Press OK on one of the keyboard options on the screen to change the input method
2. Press EXIT to close the menu.

Wallpaper

1. To change the Android background picture, press OK on Wallpaper option. Select a
picture with the A / ¥ keys and press OK to confirm.

2. Press EXIT to close the menu.



System Recovery

It allows you to reset the TV to factory default settings.

1. Select System Recovery and press OK.

2. Enter 0000 or your own password according to the prompt on the screen.

3. Select OK and press OK again to confirm

4.The initial setup wizard appears. Follow the instructions in the Initial setup section.
5.Press EXIT to close the menu.

Bluetooth Function
(* not available on some models)

1. Bluetooth® is a wireless technology standard for short-distance data exchange between
Bluetooth devices. You can connect a Bluetooth audio device, mouse or keyboard via
the TV.

2. Press M on the remote control to display the home page, press <« / » to select
(Settings)> Bluetooth and press OK to enter.

3. The TV will automatically search and list nearby Bluetooth devices.
4. Select an available device, press OK and follow the on-screen guides to connect it.

Note: Bluetooth technology (if your TV has it) uses a 2.4 GHz frequency, so proximity to
Wi-Fi access points, routers or microwave ovens may affect Bluetooth audio streaming.

If you experience interruptions in audio reception, you should restart your Bluetooth device
to find the frequency with less interference, and if you continue to experience problems,
you should move closer to the TV or increase the gap between the TV and the
interference source.

5. Press EXIT to close the menu.

Accounts

All Google products require an account, including Google Search, YouTube, Google Books,
Google Finance, Google Maps, and others. It allows you to add a Google account or
another account.

1. Point to Accounts and press OK.

2. Follow the on-screen instructions to add an account.

3. Press EXIT to close the menu.

System Information

TV software and hardware information is available in
this menu.

1. Select System Information and press OK.

2. Press EXIT to close the menu.
