1. This appliance is for internal & household use only.

2. The mixer is intended for use with liquids only and is
not to be used with any solid food items.

3. This device is perfect for preparing various beverages
or coffee. It can be used for mixing coffee, various
cocktails, milkshakes, etc.

. Do not operate the appliance with wet hands.

5. Do not operate the mixer non-stop for long periods.
Overheating of the motor may result. Itis recommended
that operation should notexceed 1 minute continuously.
Leave the appliance switched off for at least 3 minutes
before using it again.

6. To protect against the risk of electric shock, fire or
personal injury, do not immerse the appliance in water
or any other liquid.

7. This appliance is not intended for use by persons
(including children) with reduced physical or sensory
capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge,
unless they have been given supervision or instruction
concerning the use of the appliance by a person
responsible for their safety.

8. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do
not play with the appliance.

9. Insert the plug into the socket after checking that the

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Before first use, wash the mixing cup with warm soapy water. Rinse and dry
well. Clean the mixing shaft with a damp cloth. Pour the ingredients into the
mixing cup.

WARNING: Since the volume of mixture increases when making milkshakes,
do not overfill the mixing cup, the maximum fill level is marked on the side of
the cup by a line.

+  Position the mixing cup: To do this place the mixing cup under the spindle,
slide it upwards under the upper mixing cup holder (3) and click it into
place on the lower mixing cup holder (4).

«  Make sure that the on-off (7) switch (I-0-11) is in the “0” position (off) before
plugging the appliance into the socket.

+  Plug in the appliance. Power indicator light (2) will switch on.

«  Place the switch (7) to “I". The appliance will begin to operate. After a few
seconds, you may switch to the high speed Il. You may also use the Pulse
switch (1).

«  When finished, switch the on-off (7) switch (I-0-Il) to “0” (OFF).

*  Unplug the appliance.

+  Toremove the mixing cup, just need to slide the mixing cup off the spindle.
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WARNING: The appliance will only operate when the mixing cup is correctly
positioned.

«  Always make sure that the appliance is in the “0” (off) position before
plugging it into the socket and before removing the mixing up after use.

+ Ifice is used, only use crushed ice, never use ice cubes.

«  Soft ingredients work best in the appliance.

* Do not use hot ingredients.

«  For the frothiest milk shake use well-chilled milk.

«  For a totally smooth shake without any fruit pieces, we recommend
blending the fruit before adding it, to the milk shaker goblet.

+  Only use mixing cup provided with the appliance and only operate when
the mixing cup is correctly positioned.
